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Community intangibles are also evident from the
photos. Services such as restaurants, groceries,
farmers markets, banking, copy centers, cleaners
etc. are all within easy walking distance of every
office and residential building. The less visible
infrastructure is also present: broadband through
Internet2, National Lambda Rail, public WIFI,
intelligent infrastructure tied to building systems,
district energy systems etc. also exist more dense-
ly in the urban villages. There is simply “more
there, there” in Arlington than in Tysons, now and
in the future.

AED’s take on all of this is that Arlington will
continue to have a robust new office development
market for the next 20 years. There are excellent
redevelopment sites in Crystal City and several
million square feet of redevelopment is slated for
Rosslyn. Pentagon City will also be a strong devel-
opment market. The Silver Line sub-markets will
provide competition, but they are running behind
and will not catch up any time soon.
